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The purpose of this course is to acquaint students with current academic
and practice issues in corporate governance, This course mainly covers
corporations and the governance mechanism. This course will mainly revolve
around discussions of selected books and academic papers. Hence, there will
be group presentations to help familiarizing students with corporate
governance literature and generating researchable questions,
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
