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This one—semester course is designed for graduate students who have
strong background of theoretical analyses and econometric techniques, and
more importantly are interested in macroeconomic aspects of finance,
Topics covered include the formation of financial structure and developemnt
and their relationships with macroeconomic performance such as economic
growth and development, inequality, economic (in)stability.

It is expected, after one—semester learning, students would have basic
knowledge about the importance of financial reform policy.
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
