To meet the need
of a broad—based knowledge of contemporary literary theory, key areas of
theory will be covered, While emphasizing a wide spectrum of theory,
special attention will be given to theoretical narratives relevant to life, body
and affect, man and animal, As issues surrounding these topics are very
much in vogue, a systematic reading will be of great use to graduate
students.
