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This one-year course aims to

1)provide students with the knowledge of the theories, principles,
standards,and tools behind the organization of information,

2)make them aware of the functions of catalogs, cataloging formats,
authority control, etc, and

3)make them able to apply content and structure standards to organizing
information materials in Chinese,

The scope encompasses cataloguing rules, CMARC, subject analysis,
classification systems, metadata and the development trends of information
organization,
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
