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This course aims to help the students from China or the Mandarin—spoken
students from other foreign countries to get a better understanding of
Taiwanese society and culture in a short period of time, and thus hopes the
students could adjust their life in Taiwan with ease. This course consist of
two part: (1)the general introduction of social, economic, and political
development of Taiwan; (2) Taiwanese culture.
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
