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This course begins with introducing students to the comparative method and
the development of comparative government, Moreover, this course focuses
on various topics of comparative government such as formal political
institutions and informal ones (including political culture, political parties,
interest groups). One of the most fruitful area of comparative politics during
the past thirty years is, of course, the study of development, This course
gives students a whole picture of political literature regarding economic
development as well as political development(democratization).
