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Following the “Three Circles and Five Discipline of Education” agenda, this
course seeks to strengthen the extracurricular component of the existing
curriculum, Students will study pertinent issues related to student
organizations and extra—curricular activities., Distinguished speakers and
guests will be invited to talk and work with students., By the end of the
class, students should have acquired the basic skills of leadership. Students
who have taken the “Learning and Practice of Clubs“ course are eligible to
take this course for credits.
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
