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This course helps students understand the basic concepts and the issues of
public policy (policy science). Students will learn how to identify strategic
actors in the various phases of policy process. We will then discuss the
formation of policy, including problem definition, agenda-setting, policy
legitimation, policy argument and public opinion.Students will use small
group discussion to guide problem solving and find solutions.
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
