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Digital publishing has become a new medium that will have a fundamental
effect upon all areas of the book trade and publishing industry. However,
the scope and issues of DP are too diversified to focus on the
research/course schedule, This course, in terms of Scholarly Electronic
Publishing (SEP), based on the development of scholarly communication,
mainly include course theme and introduction, scholarly journal system,
journal crisis, academic e—books, and the emergence of SEP and editorial
system as a solution to librarianship and the publishing industry of the
scholarly community.
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
