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This course will offer the learners to acquire multicultural competencies
with an emphasis on gender issues in our society as well as in others., The
importance of multicultural counseling is focused on the awareness of the
counseling psychologist's own values and biases and her or his awareness of
the client's worldview. The future counseling psychologists will be expected
to cultivate multicultural awareness and sensitivity for their professional
skills through practice and research.
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
