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The course aims to develop students' competence in curriculum and
instructional design and advance understanding in learner—centered paradigm
in the 21st century, In this course, students will explore and experience
diverse instructional strategies, such as collaborative learning and
participatory learning, and reflect on their current practice to refine their
curriculum and instructional design.
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
