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The cause was design to cultivate student’s ability in analyzing the Chinese
economy from global prospective ; in understanding of how China response
to globalization ; in understanding of the impacts of China's globalization on
global economy ; in understanding of the internal and external Chinese
economic problems while facing economic globalization ; and finally to help
student to develop abilities in analyzing the future development of the
Chinese economy and globalization, especially the threat and challenges from
outside world,
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
