Metadata fundamentals, Cataloging Rules(RDA and MARC21), Analysis,
comparison, and use of Dewey Decimal Classification (DDC), Library of
Congress Classification (LCC), and Library of Congress Subject Headings
(LCSH). Provision of authority control for subject headings, and Tagging and
formatting of

bibliographic information.
