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This course is an introduction to the theory of international trade with
applications to current policy issues, and the consequences of trade in
today's global economy. We'll take a look at the fundamental ideas such as
comparative advantage, increasing returns to scale, factor endowments, and
arbitrage across borders. In addition to the basic theories and the traditional
model of trade, we'll look back at the history of free trade and tariffs,

among other topics, and discuss how trade has shaped the economy of
