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In order to construct the basic knowledge of student's defense mobilization,

we should pay more attention to the whole contents of the subject matter

preparation, In the course narration, we can use current affairs to quote the
essence of the text, or use film appreciation and related books to enrich the
teaching . And asked students to preview, to resonate, to reach the overall

goal of teaching,
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
