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The gist of course, guiding students to understand the definition from the
Qin Dynasty of the novel with works appreciation of the prototype and
enable students to understand the novel style of China since ancient times
onwards, Having subsequently coherent classical novel form specification
changes of the era of interactive relations and social factors, at the same
time introduce and appreciation of the work, guiding students with
different perspectives of the times, a new understanding of the
characteristics, value and significanceof the works,
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
