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Morrison’s works, as a number of critics note, interrogate a “broad spectrum
of discourses” : the Bible, Western canonical works, modernist writing,
African American oral and written traditions, contemporary theory and
criticism, dominant cultural stereotypes, etc. Deploying versatile and
ever—changing narrative strategies that problematize these discourses as well
as implicate the readers, Morrison seeks to fashion a useable African

American (female) identity within a capitalistic and dominant white culture,
