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This course will cover the core principles and the practices of library
collection development and management; including material type, methods of
acquisition and order, criteria and tools of selection, user's requirements and
analysis, collection development policy, evaluation, weeding/deselection,
collaborative collection development and library consortia, and the impact of
information technology on library collection.
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
