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This course aims to introduce students the aesthetics and fundamental
concepts of architectonic assemblage via lecture and model making. By
introducing the application of architectural assemblage and design of basic
and popular construction materials, and combining with architectural design
studio, this courses provides students the ability to apply architectonic
design in their architectural design and increases their understanding of

architectonic construction.
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
