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This course aims to enhance the student's understanding of fossil and
nuclear energy and the related impact on e the environmental changes,
discusses and analyzes the issues about green energy and

environment conservation. Finally this course increases thinking capacity and
scientific researching interest for students including

knowledge of the establishment: The environmental science basis concepts
and establishment of energy education.
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
