This course adopts the teaching method of Flipped Classroom, i.e. studying
at home and learning in classroom, Seven topics will be discussed: (1)
identifying the top 10 world crises, (2) identifying the global warming
impacts, (3) identifying the causes of global warming, (4) case study on the
dilemma of environmental issues and economic development, (5) Is Taiwan's
population policy reasonable? (8) learning and discussing Taiwan's energy

policy, (7) creating a probable scenario of Taiwan 50 years from now,
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The answer of ‘I don’t know’ is forbidden in the classroom.
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
