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The ultimate goals of the course are that students are able to use their
knowledge of economics to analyze dairy life issues and to present their
understandings about government policies. The course will cover general
equilibrium analysis, the first and the second theorems of welfare economics,
and game theory. Students will divide into groups. Each group will present
a given policy twice.
