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This course intends to investigate the meaning and methodology of action
research as well as its application in the field of curriculum and instruction.
Topics such as the characteristics, method, and procedure of action research
will be introduced. Some cases utilizing the approach of action research will
be examined. Furthermore, the “doing” of action research will be emphasized
such as writing a proposal and actually implementing it.
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
