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This course aims to discuss language and translation-related issues in
Taiwan during Japanese colonial period. Historical materials of the period are
mainly reviewed in the class, Besides learning to

read the various writing styles on the materials, students are to be expected
to understand the historical background on which the materials were
composed. They are also required to have presentations for every subject
and submit their questions and views on them.
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
