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“China impact” refers to the influences that China’s rise brings to the world.
“China impact studies” are especially concerned about how Beijing uses its
political and economic power to exert influence on various aspects of society
in other countries. This course will explore (1) the background of China
impact, (2) the impacts that a rising China has on the world, (3) the
impacts that an authoritarian China has in Hong Kong and Taiwan, and (4)
the responses that affected nations/societies make to China impact,
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in critical thinking, case
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
