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This course aims to help students familiarize with East Asian affairs and the
dynamics of the Asia—Pacific, to understand the growing importance of
bilateral and multilateral relations among East Asian countries to global and
regional issues, such as trade, security, development, ideas, and institutions,
The course will introduce analytic concepts and theories to comprehend
mechanisms affecting East Asian relation, changes of foreign policy in the
US, Japan, China, and Southeast Asian countries, and their perspectives and
strategies to regional issues against the backdrop of China’s rise.
