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This course will explore the special events that happened in China from the
mid Ching Dynasty to the end of last century. In addition to illustrating the
causes and results of such events, we will compare them with international
situation during the same period, in order to manifest the true historic
meaning of the events, This course, also will present separately the outline
of Taiwan during the Japanese colonial period and the dominion of KMT,
explaining the politics, economics and social development during the past
100 year on the Island,
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furthermore help them to
understand the development
of the relations of China with
her neighboring countries and
with western countries,
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
