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While the main emphasis is on students academic writing skills, this course
covers the four basic skills of English: listening, speaking, reading, and
writing, We will begin with improving students’ capacity for independent
thinking and organization/development of ideas and opinions, Overall, this
course seeks to improve students’ English writing via a wide variety of
challenging activities,
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
