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In this module, Taiwanese theatre related researchers and practitioners will
be invited to give an overall understanding of various aspects of Taiwanese
theatre, from traditional theatre in Qing dynasty to contemporary theatre,
from Xingju in the postwar era to improvisational theatre, In addition, this
module also emphasizes on connecting students with local theatre groups,
which are based on Tamsui area, in order to help students learn arts
outside the university.
