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This course will focus our attention on the major domains of developmental
psychology with an introduction to the contemporary topics and application
to what have been found in the related issues of human development, It is
also expected to assist the learners to apply the acquired psychological
knowledge bases to satisfy their needs of continuing self-understanding and
self-enhancement.
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
