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Russia is using energy resources and energy transit procedures

as a tool of foreign policy toward CIS states. Asmittedly, there have often
been perfectly easonable, market—related reasons for some of the shifts in
Russian energy policy, such as price increases.Nonetheless, there are ample
grounds for suspecting that state—controlled energy companies are being
used as proxy agents of foreign policy
