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IT industry or IT-driven industries are already the main drivers of global
economic development and institutional change. Industry 4.0, Internet of
Things (IOT), and Al Financial Services have been penetrated through IT
and transformed into "cross—industry applications". Taiwan's industrial
development is facing big challenge on this main trends. Trump's Make
America Great Again policy influence those traditional regional integration as
the EU, TPP and AFTA. The focus of this course will discusses how big IT
companies make concerted and maintain their co—opting ecosystem.
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
