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Besides WTO, “Economic Integration” (such as EU, NAFTA , RCEP, CPTTP
and etc.) plays an important role in real world for many reasons. The
purpose of this course is, combining location theory, international trade and
industrial organization, to help students understanding the concepts of WTOQO,
regional integration and industrial agglomeration and producing some
specialized WTO and FTA experts.
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
