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The course aims to provide a panorama of the American political, economic
development and social change. The course is designed by presenting an
overview of region's development, and then is followed by an introduction of
the current development of key countries in the region. In addition, current
regional issues are highlighted in order to facilitate the further discussion.
The course is expected to enhance students’ understanding toward the
continent and further cultivate their interests toward the American issue,
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perspectives and to build a
more balanced world vision.
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
