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Why Latin America fail? The course aims to seek an interpretation from the
perspectives of development studies., This course focuses upon the central
concepts and arguments of development studies, such as developmental
ideology, structural constraint, state capacity, governance, as well as the
poverty trap and social regulation, The course aims to seek explanations on
how ideology, economic structure and social institutions have shaped the
current development, Eventually, the course is expected to retrospect the
idea and logic of development and its impact on social inequality in Latin
America,
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
