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The course aims to enhance students' ability to articulate their opinions on
certain issues, to express their agreement or disagreement in response to
others, and to not taking the given ideas for granted but to reconsider their
validity. For instance, concerning the issue of “Why do we have to go to
school,” instead of stating “because it's our duty,” students are encouraged to
elaborate their opinions through elucidating why it's necessary, or presenting
oppositional opinions, if there is any.
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
