In the
second semester, we will focus on authors including Henry James, Gilman,
Ezra Pound, Faulkner, Robert Frost, Sherwood Anderson, Toni Morrison,
Maxine Hong Kingston, We will read realistic fiction in the late
nineteenth-century and modernist poems in the early twentieth century;
gender issues and ethnic differences will be focused on in our reading of
