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This course introduces students to the fundamental skills of policy analysis
and to some of the difficult choices involved in identifying, addressing and
resolving public policy problems, It is designed to help you think creatively
and critically about public policy issues. We will provide a strong conceptual
foundation of the rationales for, and the limitation to, public policy; give
practical advice about how to do policy analysis; and demonstrate the
application of advanced analytical techniques rather than discuss them
abstractly.
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Students will gain sufficient
insight to be able to evaluate
claims that a problem is
reasonably the business of
government,
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Students will learn how
government works and about
the various strategies
available to government to
address policy problems,
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Students will use policy
analysis tools to compare the
merits and disadvantages of
different policy approaches to
a particular problem, and
estimate what will be the
likely consequences of
proposed policies,
