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This course aims to explore the changing role of China in the global
economic system and its impact on international political economy., We will
(1) start with an introduction to IPE’s basic logics and core concepts; (2)
probe into the development of China’s foreign economic relations, involving
the China Model, China’s foreign trade and inbound investments, as well as
its financial expansion overseas such as the aid, loans, and investments
towards foreign countries; and (3) discuss the consequent impact on world
political economy, regional economic integration, and global economic
