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This course introduces students to the evolution of the political and
economic development of East Asian states. It will study the theoretical
factors of three major aspects: relations with great powers, economic
globalization and regionalization, and domestic sociopolitical dynamics, to
understand the important changes in major countries in politics and
economics since the late 1980s. By understanding the variations of political
and economic development in East Asian states, students will consider the
prospects and challenges of East Asian integration, and Taiwan's responses
to the changes.
