First, the characteristics of the Latin American culture will be introduced to
the students and then, we will analyze the basic concepts and the theories
about social movements, and finally some local examples will be discussed in
order to know the relations between them, In this course we'll take students
to visit two institutions with contact to Latin America in order that they
know better the region,
