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Economic statecraft can impact national security. An initiating country can
use trade, finance, monetary policies to buy off, cajole, threat, deter, compel,
or sanction a target country to adopt foreign policy preferred by initiating
country. Economic statecraft may be more effective than warfare, for it
destroys less and still achieves the same intended result. Economic statecraft
is not only about the state, but market and socio—political arrangements in
both initiating country and target country. The course will explore how
Germany, Russia, and China employ their economic power,

in international politics.
