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Through theme-—based lectures, field trips, storytelling practice and reading
various forms of children and young adult literature, including picture books,
YA novels, and comic books, etc,, students will get a basic understanding of
concepts in this field, such as history and development, styles of significant
authors and illustrators, awards and prizes, and production process of
children and young adult books. Students are also expected to be able to do
narrative and visual analysis of books when they finish this course,
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narrative and visual elements of works,
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
