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The purpose of this course is to enable students to

(1) Understand the development trend of educational psychology

(2) Understand the important theories of educational psychology (including
development and teaching), research methods, and their applications

(3) Enlightenment of teaching that can compare, analyze and summarize
different theories

(4) Cultivating students' ability to think and apply to the topic of
educational psychology

(5) Cultivating students' ability to create, criticize, and cooperate through
classroom activities and assessment
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
