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The aim of this course is that students are able to recognize the rhetoric
around us and express what s/he feels or believes with appropriate rhetoric
in Japanese, Various examples of rhetoric will be discussed in the class,
including from TV ads, articles, novels, lyrics, essays, and films, Students are
expected to make analysis how they are used in various media and contexts,
and also be sensitive to ideology embedded in the rhetoric. Metaphor is to
be the main discussion topic in this semester,
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what one feels or believes
with appropriate rhetoric in Japanese,
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Being sensitive to 'ideology' embedded in the
rhetoric,
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
