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Let the student obtains a principal recognition and understanding of current
citizen activities and its implications, in addition, via the case study
methodology to let the learner acknowledges the future development of
citizen activities and accordingly acquires a more mature consciousness of
citizenship and judgment,
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1.Understand citizen activities theory's construction

2.Understand the essence of citizen culture, society
and civic participation,

3.Understand the future development of citizen
activities via case study.
