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The purpose of this course is to provide students with an introduction of
the basic concepts and theories in the study of modern political ideologies.
This course will focus on the scope of political ideologies, liberalism,
conservatism, socialism, nationalism, feminism, ecologism, fundamentalism, and
multiculturalism. This course will thus enhance the students understanding
of the theory and development of modern political ideologies.
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
