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The main purpose of this course is to provide students to understand the
importance of the combination between global system and cross—Strait
relations, As we know Taiwan's international participation has been deeply
influenced by the outside international strategic environment and great
power competition, especially the power competition between US and China,
So via International relations theories and theories of globalizaton this course
could also provide student to combine theories and practices together and
have a better understanding regarding global system and cross—Strait
relations.
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
