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We will introduce fundamental legal concepts by the common legal problems
in our daily life, We divide into three sections, the Public Law, the Civil
Law, the Penal Law. All students will be divided into twelve groups, and
each group is responsible for a summary report in forty minutes in order to
learn in practice and participation.
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Students will know the importance of law in modern
society life and learn to use professional terms of
law precisely. Students can separate the actual issue
into three parts of law according to Public, Civil,
and Penal Law, And students can understand the
distinction between individuals and state, individuals
and the others, All could become part of student,
practice in living and students could reflect and
criticize law in the light of their different
