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This course will lead students to investigate the development of modern
world history mainly by reading English historical materials, Modern world
history begins from the Enlightenment and the French Revolution because
rationalism and liberalism has been the most important two ideologies since
then. Social conflicts were intensified after the Industrial Revolution, and
social reform programs, communism, and feminism emerged soon afterwards.
